We believe that in order to make the most of the potential of any learning group, teachers need
a thorough understanding of group dynamics, familiarity with different modes of working, and a
number of key qualities and skills. Above all, though, successful facilitation of learning in groups
depends on deeply held attitudes and values related to the aims of education, the roles of teachers
and learners, and the educational climate that a teacher helps to create in his/her classroom.
